BROWSING can be an interesting way to get a feel for a subject and for the scope of materials available in the Library.  Many library materials pertaining to anthropology are located in the GN range of call numbers on the shelves in both the Reference and General collections.  Specific subject divisions include: Anthropology GN1-890; Physical Anthropology GN49-298; Cultural Anthropology & Ethnology GN301-673; Prehistoric Archaeology GN700-890.  

PILOT, or Pennsylvania Inter-Library Online Technology, is an online catalog that lists book titles, journal titles, government document titles, etc. owned by Andruss Library.  You may locate materials through simple or advanced search techniques; perform title, author, subject, call number, and keyword searches; and narrow your search using a variety of limiting options.  Resources pertaining to diverse cultures can be located within various call number ranges throughout the Library; therefore, searching the online catalog, PILOT, is probably the most efficient method of locating these materials.

Electronic Databases provide access to journal articles.  The Library’s web-based resources are available at http://library.bloomu.edu/, and most can be accessed from remote locations.  Databases particularly helpful to the study of Anthropology include:

Academic Search Premier:  A general abstract service of over 4,000 magazines and journals. About three-quarters of the citations are available in full text (1984-).


America: History and Life: Abstracts of scholarly journals in U. S. and Canadian history and government; (1969-).

Basic Social Science Index:  The Basic Social Sciences Index is a multidisciplinary database, with searchable author abstracts, covering the journal literature of the social sciences. It indexes 500 English-language journals spanning 30 disciplines (2002-).

e-HRAF Ethnology Collection: Sections of books, articles, and dissertations for various cultures or ethnic groups and organized by the Human Relations Area Files (HRAF).

Historical Abstracts: Database of the world's scholarly literature in history (except U. S. & Canada) and related fields, (1975-).

JSTOR:  A searchable collection of over 300 full text journals, some dating back to the 19th century. Recent issues of most journals are embargoed. Only plurals truncation is available.

Lexis-Nexis News: U.S. & international newspapers, magazines, newsletters, broadcast transcripts, and wire service articles.
Research Library (formerly Periodical Abstracts): Abstracts from more than 2600 periodicals. About half the citations are full text (1971-).

Sociological Abstracts:  Abstracts from over 1600 journals, and from books, papers, and dissertations; (1963-).

Interlibrary Loan is a way to obtain articles and books that Andruss Library does not own. To request interlibrary loan services, go to the Library’s home page: http://library.bloomu.edu/ and click on “Services.”  The next page will provide a link to “Loans from Other Libraries” (ILL).

APA/MLA Documentation information can be found online. Click on “Citing Sources” on the Library home page http://library.bloomu.edu/ to find links to guides for citing sources in APA, MLA and other styles.  The AAA Style Guide can be located at the following web site http://www.aaanet.org/pubs/style_guide.htm.
INFOMINE is a virtual library of Internet resources relevant to faculty, students, and research staff at the university level. It contains useful Internet resources such as databases, electronic journals, electronic books, bulletin boards, mailing lists, online library card catalogs, articles, directories of researchers, and many other types of information.  http://infomine.ucr.edu/
Web Sites featuring cultural resources can be found on the World Wide Web by selecting your favorite search engine and using search terms such as, “Cultural Resources” or “Anthropology Resources.”  More specific resources can be located by using as search terms the names of specific people, organizations, countries, etc.
