BROWSING can be an interesting way to get a feel for a subject and for the scope of materials available in the Library.  Many library materials pertaining to Criminal Justice are located in the HV1-9960 range of call numbers on the shelves in both the Reference and General collections.   HV1-9960 Criminology, Social Pathology, Social and Public Welfare;  HV6774-7220.5 Crimes and Criminal Classes; HV7551-8280.7 Police Detectives, Constabulary; HV6035-6197 Criminal Anthropology; HV7231-9960 Criminal Justice Administration; HV8290-8291; Private Security Systems; HV6201-6249 Criminal Classes; HV7428 Social Work with Delinquents and Criminals; HV8301-9920.7 Corrections, Penology, Prisons; HV6250-6250.4 Victims of Crime, Victimology; HV7431 Prevention of Crime; HV6251-6773.55 Crimes and Offenses; HV7435-7439 Gun Control

PILOT, or Pennsylvania Inter-Library Online Technology, is an online catalog that lists book titles, journal titles, government document titles, etc. owned by Andruss Library.  You may locate materials through simple or advanced search techniques; perform title, author, subject, call number, and keyword searches; and narrow your search using a variety of limiting options.  Resources pertaining to diverse cultures can be located within various call number ranges throughout the Library; therefore, searching the online catalog, PILOT, is probably the most efficient method of locating these materials.

Electronic Databases provide access to journal articles.  The Library’s web-based resources are available at http://library.bloomu.edu/, and most can be accessed from remote locations.  Databases particularly helpful to the study of Anthropology include:

Academic Search Complete:  A general abstract service of over 4,000 magazines and journals.  About three-quarters of the citations are available in full text (1984-).

CQ Researcher: Reports on social issues, environment, health, education, and science and technology written by journalists and featuring comments from experts, lawmakers and citizens on all sides of every issue; (1991-).

Criminal Justice Abstracts:  Abstracts of current books, government reports, and dissertations published worldwide, plus coverage of over 500 journals.


Legal Collection: Full text for approximately 250 peer-reviewed law journals. Covers criminal justice, international law, federal law, organized crime, medical, labor & human resource law, ethics, the environment and more.
SocINDEX with Full Text:  Contains the full-text for 235 'core' coverage journals (some dating back to 1895), 72 'priority' coverage journals, 545 books/monographs, and 6,601 conference papers. In addition, indexes 590+ 'core' coverage journals dating back to 1895, 500+ 'priority' coverage journals, and 1,040 'selective' coverage journals. Subject areas include sociology (cultural, educational, rural, urban), anthropology, criminology, criminal justice, economic development, ethnic & racial studies, gender studies, marriage & family, social psychology, social work, and more.  


Sociological Collection:  Provides coverage of more than 500 full text journals, most of which are peer-reviewed.  

Social Sciences Citation Index:  The Social Sciences Citation Index is a multidisciplinary database, with searchable author abstracts, covering the journal literature of the social sciences. It indexes 500 English-language journals spanning 30 disciplines (2002-).

SocIndex with Full-text:  Indexes journal articles, books, & conference papers, many of which are full-text including over 300 journals. Disciplines covered include sociology, anthropology, criminal justice, ethnic & racial studies, gender studies, marriage & family, social psychology, social work, and more. 1895 - present. Full-text. [*]
