Examples: Housing, Coursework, Academic Programs, Extra Curricular Activities 
1. In a single sentence, identify the topic on which you will be searching.
2. On the library’s home page, point the curser to “Find Articles and More” and select the “General” subset.  Click on the top database- Academic Search Premier.  Enter key words that describe your topic.  What are the words or phrases you entered and how many articles were identified for your topic.
3. Read the titles of the first five articles.  Based on the title, how many seem relevant to your topic?

4. Click on the title of the first article and read the abstract.  Does the article still seem relevant?  Do the same for each of the other 4 titles examined for question 3.  How many would you be able to use for your paper?
5. How many of the articles are available “full text” to be printed directly from your computer?
