PILOT or Pennsylvania Inter-Library Online Technology, is an online catalog that lists book titles, journal titles, government document titles, etc. owned by Andruss Library.  You may locate materials through simple or advanced search techniques; perform title, author, subject, call number, and keyword searches; and narrow your search using a variety of limiting options. 

Electronic Databases provide access to journal and newspaper articles.  The Library’s web-based resources are available at http://library.bloomu.edu/, and most can be accessed from remote locations.  The following databases provide access to articles pertaining to a variety of disciplines:


Academic Search Complete:  A general abstract service of over 4,000 magazines and journals.  About three-quarters of the citations are available in full text (1984-).

America: History and Life: Indexes over 2,000 scholarly journals worldwide on U. S. and Canadian history. Good source for history book and media reviews.

Historical Abstracts: Database of the world's scholarly literature in history (except U. S. & Canada) and related fields.

History Reference Center: Provides full-text for 750+ historical encyclopedias & books and 55+ history journals, covering topics from 4,000 B.C to present. Also includes full-text biographies, pamphlets, newspapers, as well as images (photos & maps) and streaming video from the Video Encyclopedia of the 20th Century.  
JSTOR: A searchable collection of over 300 full text journals, some dating back to the 19th century. Recent issues of most journals are embargoed. Only plurals truncation is available.     

Project MUSE: A searchable collection of over 300 full text academic press journals covering literature, history, the arts, education, philosophy, political science and more.
In The First Person: Primary sources (first-person English language narratives, including letters, diaries, memoirs, autobiographies, and oral histories). Contains both free and subscription materials (which are not accessible). ca 1600 - present, updated quarterly. 

Early American Newspapers, Series II and III: Online access to digitized collections of over 200 American newspapers dating from 1758-1900 (Series II) and 1829-1922 (Series III). Includes a selection of newspapers from across the United States. Full-text. [*]
Check Library Holdings to determine if Andruss Library owns the journal that you need by checking the Periodical Title database located on the right side of the library’s homepage. 

Interlibrary Loan is a way to obtain articles and books that Andruss Library does not own. To request Interlibrary loan services, go to the Library’s home page: http://library.bloomu.edu/ and click on “Services of the Library.”  The next page will provide a link to “Loans from Other Libraries” (ILL).
