BROWSING can be an interesting way to get a feel for a subject and for the scope of materials available in the Library.  Many library materials pertaining to associations can be found by browsing various resources such as encyclopedias, and government documents. 

PILOT, or Pennsylvania Inter-Library Online Technology, is an online catalog that lists book titles, journal titles, government document titles, etc. owned by Andruss Library.  You may locate materials through simple or advanced search techniques; perform title, author, subject, call number, and keyword searches; and narrow your search using a variety of limiting options.  Resources pertaining to diverse cultures can be located within various call number ranges throughout the library.  Therefore, searching the online catalog, PILOT, is probably the most efficient method of locating these materials.

Electronic Databases provide access to journal articles.  The Library’s web-based resources are available at http://library.bloomu.edu/, and most can be accessed from remote locations.  

Academic Search Premier:  A general abstract service of over 4,000 magazines and journals. About three-quarters of the citations are available in full text (1984-).


Interlibrary Loan is a way to obtain articles and books that Andruss Library does not own. To request interlibrary loan services, go to the Library’s home page: http://library.bloomu.edu/ and click on “Services.”  The next page will provide a link to “Loans from Other Libraries” (ILL).

INFOMINE is a virtual library of Internet resources relevant to faculty, students, and research staff at the university level. It contains useful Internet resources such as databases, electronic journals, electronic books, bulletin boards, mailing lists, online library card catalogs, articles, directories of researchers, and many other types of information.  http://infomine.ucr.edu/
Web Searching Tips

Google ignores common words and characters such as "where" and "how", as well as certain single digits and single letters, because they tend to slow down your search without improving the results. Google will indicate if a common word has been excluded by displaying details on the results page below the search box. 

If a common word is essential to getting the results you want, you can include it by putting a "+" sign in front of it. (Be sure to include a space before the "+" sign.) 

Another method for doing this is conducting a phrase search, which simply means putting quotation marks around two or more words. Common words in a phrase search (e.g., "where are you") are included in the search.
Web Sites featuring organization histories can be found on the World Wide Web by selecting your favorite search engine and using search terms such as, Organizations “Organization Histories” or “Association Histories.”  More specific resources can be located by using search terms with the names of specific organizations, associations, etc.
